WELCOME

Welcome to Mylor Bridge School.  We recognise that this is an important time for both you and your child, and we hope to make the transition from home/pre-school to school as smooth as possible.  This booklet is designed to give you the information you require as your child starts in the Reception Class.

THE SCHOOL DAY
Morning session 

9.00 am—12.00 midday

Afternoon session 
 
1.15 pm—3.15 pm

It is a statutory requirement that children are in school ready to commence at 9.00 am.

EARLY ARRIVALS

If parents need to bring children to school before 8.45 am we provide cover from 8.15 am at £2.00 per child.  There is a form to complete from the office.

FRUIT AND VEG SCHEME

Break-time is at 10.15 am.  The Government Fruit and Veg. Scheme provides Key Stage 1 children (ie all Infants) with a healthy snack at morning break-time.  During the afternoon session there is a break from 2.15 pm to 2.30 pm when children may like to eat their own healthy snack.  Water is available in the classroom but children may bring their own drink bottles—no fizzy drinks please.

We encourage children to be independent and confident about coming to school and within a short time to say goodbye to parent/carers at the front entrance.  Teachers and Teaching Assistants will be sensitive to the settling in period and are willing to help if there are anxieties.

At the end of the school day children are collected from the front playground at 3.15 pm.

If your child is absent from school, please let the school know by telephone at 9.00 am on the first day of absence, also send a written note on your child’s return.  An e-mail on the first day of absence is also acceptable to the school office.  
We cannot authorise family holidays during term time. 
We encourage parents to make medical and dental appointments outside the school day.  Forms are available from the front entrance.

If someone different is collecting your child from school, please inform the school/class teacher in advance.

Every care is taken to ensure your child is safe at school but minor bumps and grazes may happen, especially at playtime.  We have qualified first-aiders on the staff.  Parents will be informed when necessary.  

Home/school communication is very important.  Through weekly newsletters, e-mails and our E-schools website and learning platform we try to ensure that parents are aware of events in school.  Please keep us up to date with contact telephone numbers.

All money coming into school, for whatever reason, should arrive in an envelope clearly marked with name and amount enclosed.

SCHOOL LIFE

The prospectus outlines the structure and organisation of our class groups.  Teachers are more than happy to discuss progress and development at any time during the year.  An appointment can be made before or after school.
During the first half of the term we work hard to ensure that children are settled happily into the routines and expectation of school life.

In October parents will be invited to meet with Mrs Mogridge during our ‘Settling-in Chats’ to discuss how your child is settling in and their progress so far.

Toys in school – We do encourage children not to bring in toys from home, so that they do not get lost or broken.

Birthday invitations and birthday cakes – We do ask parents not to send into school birthday invitations and birthday cakes.
THE FOUNDATION STAGE

Your four-year old has almost completed the Early Years Foundation Stage which begins at birth and finishes at the end of Reception Year.  During this year their learning is organised into 7 areas of learning and development, although each will overlap depending on the task set.  These are;

Prime areas—Personal, Social and Emotional Development, Physical Development, Communication and Language.

Specific areas—Literacy, Mathematics, Understanding and the World, Expressive Arts and Design.
Children will be encouraged to be effective learners through playing and exploring, by being active learners and by creating and thinking critically.
We aim to provide children with well-planned, purposeful activities which will engage them in the learning process with appropriate intervention from an adult.
OUT OF SCHOOL ACTIVITIES

‘Huff and Puff’ is an after-school physical activity session open to all KS1 Infants on Tuesdays between 3.15 pm and 
4.15 pm.  The cost is £2.00 per session.

Book Club - this is a savings scheme which allows children to buy discounted books at regular Usborne Books Book Fairs.  

Savings can be ‘banked’ before school begins each Monday morning in the school hall.  School funds also benefit from our Book Fairs on commission earned on sales.

Recorders - children can begin to learn the recorder during lunchtimes from Year 2.  
SCHOOL DINNERS

School meals are free for all KS1 children under the Government Universal Free School Meals Scheme.
However, if you were eligible for Free School Meals under existing Benefits scheme, please continue to claim.  
There is an on-line ordering service for school meals and parents will need to register their child on www.parentpay.com to order a school meal.  For KS2 children payments for school meals should also be made on-line.  The cost of a school meal is £2.25.
A menu is usually sent home at the beginning of the term, and a menu is also displayed on the school notice board. A copy of the school menu is also available on our school website and at the front entrance of our school.  If you require further detail please contact the school office.
READING

Red book bags with the school logo are available from the office at a cost of £4.50 each.  Each day the book bag will go home with a reading diary, reading book, and for Reception, a Jolly Phonics book.  The reading diary is a good way to keep in touch with the teacher.

SCHOOL UNIFORM

Sweatshirts and fleeces with the school logo on are available from the Trevails Uniform Shop in Little Castle Street, Truro.  Children wear red/white polo shirts and grey trousers/shorts or pinafore dresses/skirts.  The girls may wear red/grey tights in the winter.  Summer uniform consists of red checked dresses and grey/red cardigans for the girls.  

Children should bring their PE kit to school in a bag which is left in the cloakroom at all times.  The teacher will send it home at half-term holidays for washing.  PE kit should comprise of black plimsolls, black/blue shorts and white T-shirt.
Please ensure that your child’s name is marked clearly on all items of clothing.  Thank you.

It is important that your child is happy and secure at school and we will do our part to ensure that this is the case.  Parents and teachers working together provide the best possible basis for a child’s education.

From an early age we encourage high standards of behaviour.  We promote positive responses in the caring environment of our school.

As parents you can help your child by encouraging the following independence skills - organising belongings e.g PE kit or book bag; using a knife, fork and spoon; tidying away toys; acting responsibly; listening and following simple instructions.  It is particularly helpful if your child can start school being able to dress and undress and use the toilet independently, washing their hands afterwards.
