e Where in the world are jungles? Discuss again, then show the world map with an explanation and the
Equator and tropical regions, where jungles are located, marked on it.

* The next few slides show maps of countries with jungles. They include compass points to help children
describe the location of the jungles within each country shown. You may wish to write other words such
as coast, border, and inland on a board to help children — or model describing a location.

e Show a number of images of the Atlantic Forest, Brazil. What can you see? How many things can you
name or describe? A few key words are shown next to each image. Invite children to think, pair, share.
Optionally, invite some children to come and point to identified features on the images.
